1) Event Schedule – Saturday 22nd April 2023. Registration up to 09:30hrs. Skippers Briefing at 09:45hrs. No race will start after 15:30 hr. Any race in progress after 15:45 hr will be abandoned.

2) Location – Water Sports Pier, Craigencalt Farm, Kinghorn Loch, Kinghorn, Fife KY3 9YG – directions here

3) Entry and Eligibility – Entry is open to MYA members of MYA Scottish District Clubs and to visiting members of other MYA Clubs. Only members of MYA Scottish District Clubs are eligible to be presented with the overall winner’s trophy. All boats must comply with IOM Class Rules. Competitors shall be required to undertake to sail in accordance with the RYA Sailing Charter.

b) Entries will open from 09:00hrs, Monday 27th March 2023.
c) The closing date for entries is 17:00hrs, Thursday 20th April 2023.
d) No entries will be taken on the day.  
e) The MYA Scottish District Personal Medical Information form (pdf) (Word) must be completed by ALL competitors and ALL race team members and retained in their tool boxes or on their person.

4) Entry Fee – A £5.00 entry fee will be payable in cash at registration.

5) Sailing Instructions – This event will be run under the current version of the MYA Scottish District Travellers Series Sailing Instructions. The Race Committee reserves the right to use Observers drawn from the competitors. 

6) Measurement – The Race Committee may direct boats to be check measured during Registration and that random spot checks may be conducted throughout the duration of the event. Please show your Measurement Certificate at registration.

7) Parking – Parking is available adjacent to the Water Sports Pier at the side of Kinghorn Loch in Craigencalt Farm. Overflow parking available off the access road to the farm just before the loch. 

8) Facilities – Toilet available at Craigencalt Farm. Toilet access code will be given to competitors on the day.

9) COVID-19 – Covid is still prevalent in Scotland. Although restrictions have been relaxed, participants should use their judgement to avoid possible spread of the virus. If a participant has any Covid symptoms, please do not attend. Please bring sufficient hand sanitiser for your own use.

10) Special requirements – Please note that during wet weather the grass areas at Kinghorn Loch can get quite slippery and therefore walking boots/shoes (not sailing type wellies) are advised in these conditions.
